• Includes “Quiet Cool/Heat” – Duct damper from forward roof air to bedroom

• Where are the appliances?  Marathon’s are all covered for a super clean 
look (the “Kitchen Dream Center” has 7 covered appliances)

• Are all the switches dimmable and reprogrammable? Marathon’s membrane 
switches dim to off & can be reprogrammed to operate nearly any function.

• Does the bed adjust for more aisle way and enhanced comfort?
• Does the converter offer their own factory paint and service paint or do they 

hire out?

INNOVATION AND DESIGN
• Basically, all converters have access to all the same equipment and components.   

What makes their designs truly unique?

• Pocket (sliding) glass shower doors with built-
in squeegee (switched inside & outside stall)

• Exposed windows in the galley or tiled/lighted 
backsplashes

• Liquid crystal privacy glass for showers

• Lighted feature shower walls

• Lighted backsplash panels

• Flush mounted rain shower heads

• Adjustable shelves & height adjustable pull-
out pantry shelves

• Curbside bedroom slide-out sofa

• iPhone integration includes climate control, A/V, Entry door lock/unlock, interior & exterior 

camera views, generator control and coach system status monitor/control.

• Exterior camera systems?
• 360 degree exterior camera system with DVR are standard on a Marathon Coach.
• Slide room roof cameras to view debris/snow on slide room roofs prior to retracting rooms 

are also a standard Marathon feature.
